Leopard Creek was specifically designed by Gary Player to blend in with the surroundings in an 
undisturbed natural environment. This is a paradise for bird-watchers, a challenge for golfers and 
an opportunity to enjoy all the beauty of the bushveld. Golfing hazards take on a new dimension, 
for much of the water is home to families of hippos and crocodiles.  
Leopard Creek is a private golf course. Your challenging rounds can be played in peace where 
you are more likely to encounter “Harry the Hippo” than another golfer. 
The signature hole is the 510 meter par-five thirteenth. Here the green is right on the edge of the 
Crocodile River but 100 feet above the level of the water, offering unique views up the river, where 
elephant and giraffe are often seen strolling along in the Kruger Park.

Created from a previously flat piece of land, over 700 000 cubic metres of earth was moved in 
transforming it into a typical Links style. The course presents undulating windswept terrain, dune-
style landscape marking it a unique scenic beauty spot. 
 
Every hole has received detailed attention to ensure that the overall balance in terms of 
length, position of hazards and shot values are in harmony. As a result, The Links presents 
a stern test in all weather conditions. Set to challenge the best golfer in every way, The 
Links has some extraordinary holes, like the par-3 second, with its bunker in the heart of 
the enormous green. Gary Player said, "We included the bunker to break it up, but the front 
left of the green is severely sloped, so the golfer can use the contours to get the ball near 
the flag.
